Day 01: Arrival at Paris, the Fashion Capital (France)   
Welcome!!! Arrival at Paris - Capital & world famous city of France. Paris is a major European city 
and a global center for art, fashion, gastronomy and culture. Evening, cruise along the romantic 
Seine River, and view some of the historical monuments. Cruise along the Seine River that will give 
you a different perspective of the city. 
 
Day 02: Eiffel Tower – City tour of Paris

Day 08: Zurich – Innsbruck, Austria
